· DAN219, DAN319, DAN419 and DAN420: Open to freshmen, faculty permission or placement class required.  There will be room for you in the appropriate class.  
· Placement class will be held on Wednesday, September 16 from 4:30-6:20pm 
Faculty will make placement decisions and email notifications by 10:00 a.m. on Thursday, September 17.  You will have class that day.
· Each of these courses has two distinct components: 

1.  Composition (meets 1x weekly on Fridays); and  
2.  Technique/Repertory (meets 2x weekly either M/W or T/Th)

· Students in DAN319, 419 and 420 (Technique/Repertory) will perform (course requirement) in the Fall Dance Festival, December 4, 5 and 6.  
· You may be placed in different sections for Composition and Technique/Repertory. 
Example: You may be placed in DAN219 for Composition, and in DAN419 for Technique/Repertory.  As freshmen, you will most likely be placed in DAN219 (for Composition).
· Important: The course in which you should enroll is based on your COMPOSITION placement.  Example: if you are placed in DAN319 for Composition and DAN419 for Technique/Repertory, you will enroll only in DAN319.  
· Please contact Rebecca Lazier (rlazier@princeton.edu) if you think DAN219 (Technique) is the appropriate placement for you.  This may apply if you have had some dance training but consider yourself a beginner.
